SUBJECT: Olympic Games - Accommodation for Out-of-Town Volunteers.

As you may be aware, the 2010 Olympic and Paralympic Winter Games will rely on a large number of
volunteers, many of whom will be from outside greater Vancouver, including elsewhere in B.C. and other
parts of Canada.

Out-of-town volunteers will require accommodation during the Games, but to date not all have been
successful in locating accommodation. VANOC advises that it is looking for assistance in this regard.
Currently, there are more than 15 volunteers for the Ice Hockey events looking for housing assistance
over the Games period. If these volunteers are unable to secure accommodation as soon as possible
they may be unable to participate in this once-in-a-lifetime opportunity. The volunteers have expressed
interest in shared accommodation, bedrooms in homes, or small affordable apartments.

On behalf of PCAHA, | would ask if you can enquire with your membership whether there are any families
willing to billet an out-of-town volunteer.

The out-of-town volunteers are giving up their jobs and income over this period of time and are in need of
something affordable. Hosting an out-of-town volunteer could be a great opportunity for a family
participating in the Games to enhance their experience.
